appellate court with statewide jurisdiction. To minimize the 
budget impact, the new court would use existing facilities 
at the Regional Justice Centers in Reno and Las Vegas 
and would utilize existing Supreme Court staff. The Chief 
Justice encouraged all members of the state bar to familiarize 
themselves with the proposal.
